PODS

The Auditorium is equipped with two 124 seat pods (the Choral Pod and Drama Pod) that rotate to form additional seating for the main stage or function as independent rooms for rehearsal or instruction. These rooms are equipped with independent sound control and projection screens for presentations.  

The Drama Pod is an intimate playing space equipped with an independent lighting control system. That equipment consists of a 24 channel Mantrix US and 36 - 2.4Kw / 20 amp dimmers.

THE STAGE HOUSE 

Kodiak Auditorium is a traditional proscenium theatre. With a full fly house and grid above the stage. Fifty-four counterweight pipes on eight inch centers and four “side pipes” (L&R light ladders, L&R masking), fire curtain and orchestra pit elevator.

GREEN ROOM and DRESSING ROOMS 

Two Dressing rooms each equipped with showers, rest room and lockers are connected to the Green room, located one floor below the stage level. A make-up counter with mirrors, stove, microwave, refrigerator, and conference tables are located in the Green Room.  A TV, VCR and stage monitor is also available. 

COSTUME STORAGE

The costume storage houses a variety of costumes, hats, shoes and accessories.  Equipment includes sewing machines, steamers,  irons and board, an 8' x 4' cutting table, 4 - 6'  racks,  washer and dryer.

SCENE SHOP

A modest scene shop is accessible to the trap room. 

DANCE STUDIO

The dance studio has a sprung dance floor, mirrors, bars and sound system.

MUSIC ROOM

Adjacent to the trap room is the high school music/band room.  This is a large room with raised seating levels.  The music room houses a stereo system, library, locker room and 4 practice rooms.   

COMMONS/LOBBY

The auditorium commons houses 5 large enclosed display cases.  Three are 8' x 3 1/2', two are 3 1/2' x 3 1/2'.  These are available for promotional displays.

SOUND BAY

In the auditorium proper is a station called the "Sound Bay" located at the center of the house in front of the main doors. Its primary function is to provide a place for setting live sound levels. Lighting is also controlled from this position.

ORCHESTRA PIT

The orchestra pit is motorized and can be manipulated to from down center any height above the basement floor; it also has three pre-fixed levels.

LOADING DOOR AND DOCK FACILITIES

There are two motorized doors at stage left for moving equipment or scenery on stage. Their heights are 16' and 20'.

The loading dock (roughly fifteen feet width) is located off stage left with direct access to the stage.   The door opening measures 7’-5" x 7'-6". A 8x6 freight elevator provides access to the traproom and scene shop.

SOUND EQUIPMENT

Sound in the auditorium is controlled through a MACKIE SR32-4 mixer located at the sound bay. It has 32 channels of input and 4 channels of output. Phantom power is available.

A central cluster of JBL speakers is located center above the proscenium; additional fill speakers in the rear of the house supplement this.

Four Electro-Voice FM-1202 floor monitors are available for use onstage. Two mixes can be provided.

There are 67 microphone jacks, all with XLR/Canon plugs.

LIGHTING EQUIPMENT and CONTROL

Lighting is controlled by a Strand Mini-Light Pallet from the FOH sound bay location.

A 36 ch. Mantrix is available for a backup board.

There are 184 - 2.4Kw dimmers plus 4 - 6Kw dimmers for a total of 188 dimmers available. Control protocol is AMX-192. This is a "dimmer per circuit" house.  Twelve 2.4Kw non-dim circuits are also available throughout the theatre.  

A house lighting plot is hung that accommodates most performance needs, but should other requirements arise, additional instrumentation, cable, twofer and roscolux color are available. Advance notice of specific needs is always desirable. Due to the remote location of Kodiak Island it is very difficult and costly to add rental units to the inventory.
